What Collar Should | Use?

Break away buckle Collar

A collar can make the differ-
ence of a pleasurable outing or an arm
wrenching tug of war with an out of
control golden retriever (or any other
breed of dog!) Theright training
equipment makes all the differencein
the world.

If you have avery young
puppy, you can start out with just a
plain buckle collar. Thisisthe one on
which you have his ID tag, license,
and Rabiestag. Usualy, thiscollar is
left on him all the time, However, as
your golden puppy grows, he will be
getting stronger and you may wish to
put him in something that will give
you alittle more control when you are
training him or going on an outing.
Your “training” collar isjust for that—
training; it comes off when you are
home. A training collar lets him know
that you are the one in charge, not
him. He will be much happier know-
ing he doesn’t have to be boss.

The following are different
types of training collars:

Premier martingale collar

“Premier” collar. When fitted
properly, he cannot back out of this col-
lar. The collar should be fitted so when
pulled snug behind the dog’ s ears, the
collar won't pull off, but won't restrict
his breathing. Training only; do not
leave on.

Gentle Leader, Halti collar

“Head Halter”. Gentle Leader,
Halti, K-9 Kumalong. It is very impor-
tant that this type of collar fits properly.
It looks like a halter and the premise of
this collar isthat wherever the head
goes, the rest of the dog will follow. It
mimics the mother’ s discipline action of
correcting a puppy by grabbing his muz-
Zle. Y ou cannot do harsh corrections
with thistype of collar. Your golden
may be reluctant to have something over
his nose; however, he can get used to it
and it is an excellent training tool. It
looks like a muzzle; however, he can
eat, drink, pant, and bite with it on. Also,
thisisfor training only; do not leave on
unsupervised.

Prong or Pinch collar

“Prong” or “Pinch” Collar. Thissa
very effective collar for our breed
which is heavily coated and has low
touch sensitivity. A proper fitisim-
portant. It should be tight enough that
the dog knows it is there; however, it
should not close to the point of re-
stricting breathing. Y ou should be able
to get at least one or two fingers under
the prongs when it is fastened. If you
decide to purchase one, you do not
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have to buy the one that looks like it
would fit ahorse! A “small” link is
adeguate or you cango upto a
“medium” sized link. When giving a
correction, give aquick “snap”-
release. Do not let the dog pull with
thison. THISIS A TRAINING
COLLAR—DO NOT LEAVE THIS
COLLAR ON!

Choke Chain collar

A Chain (choke chain) collar is
not recommended for novice handlers.
Another not recommended is a harness.
Both are great if you want to teach your
dog to pull and develop strong pulling
muscles! A chain collar isbest used by
an experienced handler who knows how
to useit correctly. A harness promotes
pulling—thisis not what we want when
we are out for our walk. NEVER
LEAVE A CHAIN COLLAR ON UN-
SUPERVISED!

The right equipment can make a
huge difference. Besides the correct col-
lar, consider investing in a good quality
leather leash. Why? A cloth or web can
give you a nice burn on your hand. Also,
be careful using a“Flexi” leash (the one
that has a retractable leash). It too can
give you a nice hand burn if not used
correctly.

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Many people have asked why the IEGRR
only has older dogs on our web site.

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PREVENTION BEATS
TREATMENT

Unfortunately, the
worst tick season is generally
in Spring and Summer, when
we are most apt to be outdoors.
Country folks are always at
risk, suburbanites are seeing
ticks as a bigger problem.

During the season,
check your dog daily for ticks.
Remember: Disease transmis-
sion viaticks takes time.

If your dog has access to fenced
yards, cut the grass and be
suretotrim along the edges
and fences; ticks like high
grass! Avoid tick habitats if
possible, i e., stay on pathsin
woods so you don® brush
against high grasses!

Check adults and chil-
dren for ticks whenever you
have been exposed totick habi-
tat.
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There are a number of
once a month treatments for
dogs that give acceptable re-
sultsin controlling ticks. Dr.
Julia Leese, DVM of Mountain
Empire Veterinary Services
recommends Frontline due to
the fact it repels 99 % of ticks
including the dog tick that car-
ries lyme disease.

Examine for ticks often.

REMOVING TICKS

1. Promptly remove any ticks
found. Do not use your bare
hands, use gloves, tissues, etc.
2. Whenever possible use
tweezers and a magnifying
glass. Grab thetick firmly as
closetothe head as possible
and pull slowly and steadily.
3. Save thetick in ajar, label it
with the date and where you
took it off (the dog or you).

4. Donot use Vaseline or simi-
lar drugs on thetick, it can
stimulate disease organism re-
lease.

5. Treat the bite site with alco-
hol or a topical antibiotic, and
remember to check the site
over the next few days for in-
fection.

6. Alcohol or a hot needle will
sometimes assist in getting the
tick toturn loose.

7. Remember to wash your
hands when finished. Though
many of the organisms ticks
carry can be devastating tothe
host, we are fortunate that in
most cases we have a window
of opportunity for inspection
and removal. Tick season
means examining your dog
and your self for ticks.
